NOTICE IS GIVEN that the Solano County Board of Supervisors will hold a PUBLIC HEARING 
on the vacation of a portion of Liberty Island Road (County Road No. 1490) pursuant to Chapter 
3, Part 3 Division 9 of the California Streets and Highways Code. A Resolution of Intent to Vacate 
said street was adopted by the Board of Supervisors on April 23, 2024. The portion of the road to 
be vacated is the section adjoining Shag Slough and running southerly to its end on the east side 
of Shag Slough.
