Resolution Supporting Nomination of
Hon. James D. Healy to
National Freight Advisory Committee

WHEREAS, the U.S. Department of Transportation is establishing a National Freight Advisory Committee
(NFAC) and soliciting nominations for membership; and

WHEREAS, the NFAC will provide advice and recommendations to the Secretary of Transportation on
matters related to freight transportation in the United States, including: (1) Implementation of the freight
transportation requirements of MAP 21, (2) Establishment of the National Freight Network; (3) Development
of a National Freight Strategic Plan; (4) Development of strategies to help States implement State Freight
Advisor Committee and State Freight Plans; and (5) Development of measures of conditions and
performance in freight transportation; (6) Development of freight transportation investment, data, and
planning tools; and (7) Legislative recommendations; and

WHEREAS, the Secretary of Transportation has requested nominations for members of the Committee to
ensure a wide range of members and a balanced Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Secretary of Transportation will appoint committee members with a view toward achieving
varied perspectives on freight transportation, including from government bodies, and seeking to balance the
interests of many groups including those of local elected officials; and

WHEREAS, Counties play an integral role in the movement of freight in America owning and operating:
44% of all public roads and highways; 228,026 bridges of all kinds; 27% of public transit systems; and 30%
of public airports; and

WHEREAS, Elected County Officials play a key role in economic development efforts in their regions and
development of new regional transportation infrastructure, serving on, or being actively involved in, all of
the nations Port Authorities, Metropolitan Planning Organizations and Development Organizations ; and

WHEREAS, the Honorable James D. Healy, County Commissioner, serves as Transportation Chairman for
the National Association of Counties (NACo), having also served NACo as Chairman of the Highway,
Airport and Transit Authorization Sub-Committees, and serves as a member of the Board of Directors for the
National Association of Regional Councils (NARC), and served as the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the
Transportation and Public Works Committees in his home County, as well as a past member of his local
regional planning organization;

WHEREAS, the Honorable James D. Healy has been a vocal proponent of local governments working
together in cooperation with the freight, shipping and railroad industries, hosting the first freight/railroad
summit last year bringing together 250 local elected officials and representatives of the freight, shipping and
railroad industry, and is singularly responsible for the positive dialogue now occurring between local
government officials and the railroad industry.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Board of Supervisors for Solano County, do hereby request
the Secretary of Transportation to appoint the Honorable James D. Healy, County Commissioner, as a
member of the NFAC Committee, to represent the views and interests of local governments in America.

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SENATE BILL No. 42

Introduced by Senator Wolk

December 11, 2012

An act to repeal and add Division 26.7 (commencing with Section
79700) of the Water Code, and to repeal Section 2 of Chapter 3 of the
Seventh Extraordinary Session of the Statutes of 2012, relating to a
clean, secure water supply and Delta recovery program, by providing
the funds necessary therefor through an election for the issuance and
sale of bonds of the State of California and for the handling and
disposition of those funds.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 42, as introduced, Wolk. The California Clean, Secure Water
Supply and Delta Recovery Act of 2014.

(1) Existing law createsthe Safe, Clean, and Reliable Drinking Water
Supply Act of 2012, which, if approved by the voters, would authorize
theissuance of bondsin the amount of $11,140,000,000 pursuant to the
State General Obligation Bond Law to finance a safe drinking water
and water supply reliability program. Existing law provides for the
submission of the bond act to the voters at the November 4, 2014,
statewide general election.

This bill would repeal these provisions.

(2) Under existing law, various measures have been approved by the
voters to provide funds for water supply and protection facilities and
programs.

Thisbill would enact the California Clean, Secure Water Supply and
Delta Recovery Act of 2014, which, if adopted by the voters, would
authorize the issuance of bonds in an unspecified amount pursuant to
the State General Obligation Bond Law to finance a clean, secure water
supply and Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta recovery program.

Thebill would provide for the submission of the bond act to the voters
at the November 4, 2014, statewide general election.

The people of the Sate of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Division 26.7 (commencing with Section 79700)
of the Water Code is repealed.

SEC. 2. Division 26.7 (commencing with Section 79700) is
added to the Water Code, to read:

DIVISION 26.7. THE CALIFORNIA CLEAN, SECURE
WATER SUPPLY AND DELTA RECOVERY ACT OF 2014

CHAPTER 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

79700. Thisdivision shall be known and may be cited as the
California Clean, Secure Water Supply and Delta Recovery Act
of 2014.

79702. The Legislaturefindsand declaresall of thefollowing:

(@) Clean and secure water supplies are critical to sustaining
California’'scommunities, strengthening businesses, and preserving
our state's strong agricultural heritage.

(b) TheDeltasagricultura heritage, water supply infrastructure,
and ecological resources are vital to California’s economy.

(o) Immediate action is necessary to reverse the severe
ecosystem decline of the Delta and to safeguard the communities,
economy, and vital infrastructure of the Delta.

(d) Thesecurity of critical state resourceswithinthe Deltarelies
upon the strength and integrity of the levee system.

(e) Adequate flood protection is essential to protecting
California’'s communities.

(f) Frequent drought, polluted groundwater aquifers, aging water
supply infrastructure, rising water treatment costs, inadequate flood
protection, achanging climate, and watershed degradation, among
other challenges, threaten California’s ability to sustain and protect
its communities, its businesses, and its farms.

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(g) Improved local, regional, and statewide water resource
management ensures Californiacommunities are ableto efficiently
respond to drought and climate change.

(h) Funds provided by this division shall not be expended for
the design, construction, operation, or maintenance of Delta
conveyance projects. These costs are the responsibility of the water
agencies that benefit from those facilities.

(i) Ecosystem restoration funds provided by this division shall
not be expended for environmental mitigation measures except as
part of the environmental mitigation costs associated with projects
funded by this division.

79704. The proceeds of bondsissued and sold pursuant to this
division shall be deposited in the Clean, Secure Water Supply and
Delta Recovery Program Fund, which is hereby created.

79706. Asused in thisdivision, the following terms have the
following meanings:

(@ “Committee” meansthe Finance Committee created pursuant
to Section 79774.

(b) “Fund” means the Clean, Secure Water Supply and Delta
Recovery Program Fund created pursuant to Section 79704.

(c) “Delta’ means the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta.

CHAPTER 2. DELTA SECURITY AND RECOVERY

79710. (@) This chapter provides state funding for public
benefit projects that assist in recovering and safeguarding the
Delta'sresourcesincluding agriculture, water quality, water supply,
recreation, fish, and wildlife.

(b) Thesumof __ dollars ($ ) shall be available, upon
appropriation by the Legidature, to the Sacramento-San Joaquin
DeltaConservancy for grantsand direct expendituresto help ensure
economic sustainability, Delta levee integrity, water quality
improvements, local water supply reliability, protection of critical
infrastructure, and terrestrial and aguatic ecosystem restoration
within the Delta and the Suisun Marsh.

(c) For purposes of implementing this chapter, the
Sacramento-San Joaguin Delta Conservancy shall take into
consideration the economic sustainability plan developed by the
Delta Protection Commission pursuant to Section 29759 of the

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Public Resources Code and the Delta Plan devel oped by the Delta
Stewardship Council pursuant to Section 85300.

CHAPTER 3. REGIONAL WATER SUPPLY SECURITY

79720. Thesumof __ dollars ($ ) shall be available,
upon appropriation by the Legidature, for projectsthat help achieve
local and regional water management objectives, including, but
not limited to, improved drinking water supplies, water quality,
water treatment, municipal and agricultural water efficiency,
reduced reliance on the Delta, climate change resiliency, and
watershed ecosystem stewardship. Projects shall implement
adopted integrated regional water management plansin accordance
with Part 2.2 (commencing with Section 10530) of Division 6.

79722. From the funds described in Section 79720, at least
_____dollars ($ ) shall be available for water recycling and
advanced treatment technology projects that improve regional
water quality or regional water supply.

79724. From the funds described in Section 79720, at least
_____ dollars (% ) shall be available for groundwater
management projects that prevent or reduce the contamination of
groundwater that serves as a source of drinking water.

CHAPTER 4. CLEAN DRINKING WATER

79730. Thesumof _ dollars ($ ) shall be available,
upon appropriation by the Legidature, for projectsthat help ensure
accessto clean, safe, and affordable drinking water for California's
communities. Eligible expenditures include, but are not limited
to, projects that address the critical and immediate needs of
disadvantaged, rural, or small communities and projects that
leverage state and federal drinking water quality and wastewater
treatment funds.

CHAPTER 5. PROTECTION OF R1VERS, LAKES, AND WATERSHEDS

79740. The sum of dollars ($ ) shall be available,
upon appropriation by the Legidature, to theWildlife Conservation
Board for projects that protect and restore natural hydrologic and

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ecological systemsin watersheds that serve as sources of drinking
water.

79742. Prior tothe expenditure of funds appropriated pursuant
to Section 79740, the Wildlife Conservation Board, in coordination
with state conservancies and the Natural Resources Agency, shall
develop an expenditure plan to guide the expenditure of funds.
The expenditure plan shall recognize and address regional and
statewide watershed protection and restoration priorities. Projects
funded by this chapter shall be selected through a competitive
process.

CHAPTER 0. STATEWIDE WATER SUPPLY IMPROVEMENTS

79750. Thesumof _ dollars ($ ) shall be available,
upon appropriation by the Legidature, for public benefits
associated with water storage and delivery projects that advance
adopted state water policies. Priority shall be given to the
construction, rehabilitation, or expansion of facilities that enable
reduced reliance on Delta exports during ecologically sensitive
periods, as well as projects that reoperate existing facilities to
maximize water supply or ecosystem benefits. Public benefits
eligible for funding under this section are limited to ecosystem
restoration, water quality improvements, and flood protection.
Projects funded by this chapter shall be selected through a
competitive process.

CHAPTER 7. FLoOD PROTECTION

79760. Thesumof _ dollars ($ ) shall be available,
upon appropriation by the Legidlature, to the Department of Water
Resources for projects that support integrated flood management
in the Sacramento and San Joaguin Valleys, in accordance with
the Central Valley Flood Protection Plan described in Section
9612.

CHAPTER 8. FiscaL PrROVISIONS

79770. Bondsin the total amount of dollars ($ ), Or
so much thereof asis necessary, not including the amount of any
refunding bonds, or so much thereof asisnecessary, may beissued

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and sold to provide afund to be used for carrying out the purposes
expressed in thisdivision and to reimburse the General Obligation
Bond Expense Revolving Fund pursuant to Section 16724.5 of the
Government Code. The bonds, when sold, shall be and constitute
avalid and binding obligation of the State of California, and the
full faith and credit of the State of Californiais hereby pledged
for the punctual payment of both principal of, and interest on, the
bonds as the principal and interest become due and payable.

79772. Thebondsauthorized by this chapter shall be prepared,
executed, issued, sold, paid, and redeemed as provided in the State
General Obligation Bond Law (Chapter 4 (commencing with
Section 16720) of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government
Code), and all of the provisions of that law apply to the bondsand
to this division and are hereby incorporated in this division as
though set forth in full in this division, except Section 16727 of
the Government Code shall not apply to the extent that it is
inconsistent with any other provision of this division.

79774. (a) Solely for the purpose of authorizing the issuance
and sale pursuant to the State General Obligation Bond Law
(Chapter 4 (commencing with Section 16720) of Part 3 of Division
4 of Title 2 of the Government Code) of the bonds authorized by
thisdivision, the California Clean, Secure Water Supply and Delta
Recovery Finance Committee is hereby created. For purposes of
thisdivision, the California Clean, Secure Water Supply and Delta
Recovery Finance Committee is “the committee” as that term is
used in the State General Obligation Bond Law. The committee
consists of the Director of Finance, the Treasurer, the Controller,
the Director of Water Resources, and the Secretary of the Natural
Resources Agency, or their designated representatives. The
Treasurer shall serve as chairperson of the committee. A majority
of the committee may act for the committee.

(b) For purposesof the State General Obligation Bond Law, the
Department of Water Resources is designated the “board.”

79776. The committee shall determine whether or not it is
necessary or desirable to issue bonds authorized pursuant to this
division in order to carry out the actions specified in this division
and, if so, the amount of bonds to be issued and sold. Successive
issues of bonds may be authorized and sold to carry out those
actions progressively, and it is not necessary that al of the bonds
authorized to be issued be sold at any one time.

99
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79778. There shall be collected each year and in the same
manner and at the same time as other state revenue is collected,
in addition to the ordinary revenues of the state, asum in an amount
required to pay the principal of, and interest on, the bonds each
year. It isthe duty of all officers charged by law with any duty in
regard to the collection of the revenue to do and perform each and
every act that is necessary to collect that additional sum.

79780. Notwithstanding Section 13340 of the Government
Code, there is hereby appropriated from the General Fund in the
State Treasury, for the purposes of this division, an amount that
will equal the total of the following:

(@ The sum annually necessary to pay the principa of, and
interest on, bonds issued and sold pursuant to this division, as the
principal and interest become due and payable.

(b) Thesum necessary to carry out Section 79782, appropriated
without regard to fiscal years.

79782. For the purposes of carrying out this division, the
Director of Finance may authorize the withdrawal from the Genera
Fund of an amount not to exceed the amount of the unsold bonds
that have been authorized by the committee to be sold for the
purpose of carrying out this division. Any amounts withdrawn
shall be deposited in the fund. Any money made available under
this section shall be returned to the General Fund from proceeds
received from the sale of bonds for the purpose of carrying out
thisdivision.

79784. All money deposited in the fund that is derived from
premium and accrued interest on bonds sold shall be reserved in
the fund and shall be available for transfer to the General Fund as
acredit to expenditures for bond interest.

79786. Pursuant to Chapter 4 (commencing with Section
16720) of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code,
the cost of bond issuance shall be paid out of the bond proceeds.
These costs shall be shared proportionally by each program funded
through this bond act.

79788. The Department of Water Resources may request the
Pooled Money Investment Board to make a loan from the Pooled
Money Investment Account, including other authorized forms of
interim financing that include, but are not limited to, commercial
paper, in accordance with Section 16312 of the Government Code,
for purposes of carrying out this division. The amount of the

reguest shall not exceed the amount of the unsold bonds that the
committee, by resolution, has authorized to be sold for the purpose
of carrying out this division. The Department of Water Resources
shall execute any documents required by the Pooled Money
Investment Board to obtain and repay the loan. Any amounts
loaned shall be deposited in the fund to be allocated by the board
in accordance with this division.

79790. Thebondsmay be refunded in accordance with Article
6 (commencing with Section 16780) of Chapter 4 of Part 3 of
Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code, which is a part of
the State General Obligation Bond Law. Approval by the voters
of the state for the issuance of the bonds described in thisdivision
includesthe approval of theissuance of any bondsissued to refund
any bonds originally issued under this division or any previously
issued refunding bonds.

79792. Notwithstanding any other provision of this division,
or of the State General Obligation Bond Law, if the Treasurer sells
bonds pursuant to thisdivision that include abond counsel opinion
to the effect that the interest on the bonds is excluded from gross
income for federal tax purposes, subject to designated conditions,
the Treasurer may maintain separate accounts for the investment
of bond proceeds and for the investment of earnings on those
proceeds. The Treasurer may use or direct the use of those proceeds
or earnings to pay any rebate, penalty, or other payment required
under federal law or take any other action with respect to the
investment and use of those bond proceeds required or desirable
under federal law to maintain the tax exempt status of those bonds
and to obtain any other advantage under federal law on behalf of
the funds of this state.

79794. The Legidature hereby finds and declares that,
inasmuch as the proceeds from the sale of bonds authorized by
this division are not “proceeds of taxes’ as that term is used in
Article X111 B of the California Constitution, the disbursement of
these proceeds is not subject to the limitations imposed by that
article.

SEC. 3. Section 2 of Chapter 3 of the Seventh Extraordinary
Session of the Statutes of 2009, as amended by Section 1 of
Chapter 74 of the Statutes of 2012, is repealed.

SEC. 4. Section 2 of this act shall be submitted to the voters
at the November 4, 2014, statewide general election in accordance

Introduced by Senator Wolk
(Coauthor: Senator DeSaulnier)

February 22, 2013

An act to amend Section 85057.5 of the Water Code, relating to the
Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta Reform Act of 2009.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 735, asintroduced, Wolk. Sacramento-San Joaquin DeltaReform
Act of 2009: covered actions.

The Sacramento-San Joaguin Delta Reform Act of 2009 establishes
the Delta Stewardship Council, which is required to develop, adopt,
and commence implementation of a comprehensive management plan
for the Deltaby January 1, 2012. The act requires astate or local public
agency that proposesto undertake a covered action to prepare awritten
certification, as prescribed, asto whether the covered action is consistent
with the Delta Plan. The act defines “covered action” to mean a plan,
program, or project that meets specified conditions.

This bill would exclude from the definition of “covered action” the
approval or implementation of a project which is a part of a larger
conservation plan submitted pursuant to the federal Endangered Species
Act, anatural community conservation plan submitted pursuant to the
Natural Community Conservation Planning Act, or certain permits
related to the taking, importation, exportation, or sale of endangered or
threatened species issued to specified entities located within certain
counties.

Vote: majority. Appropriation: no. Fiscal committee: yes.
State-mandated local program: no.

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The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 85057.5 of the Water Code is amended
to read:

85057.5. (a) “Covered action” means a plan, program, or
project as defined pursuant to Section 21065 of the Public
Resources Code that meets all of the following conditions:

(1) Will occur, in whole or in part, within the boundaries of the
Delta or Suisun Marsh.

(2) Will be carried out, approved, or funded by the state or a
local public agency.

(3) Iscovered by one or more provisions of the Delta Plan.

(4) Will have a significant impact on achievement of one or
both of the coequal goals or the implementation of
government-sponsored flood control programs to reduce risks to
people, property, and state interestsin the Delta.

(b) “Covered action” does not include any of the following:

(1) A regulatory action of a state agency.

(2) Routine maintenance and operation of the State Water
Project or the federal Central Valley Project.

(3) Regional transportation plans prepared pursuant to Section
65080 of the Government Code.

(4) A plan, program, project, or activity within the secondary
zone of the Delta that the applicable metropolitan planning
organization pursuant to Section 65080 of the Government Code
has determined is consistent with either a sustainable communities
strategy or an aternative planning strategy that the State Air
Resources Board has determined would, if implemented, achieve
the greenhouse gas emission reduction targets established by that
board pursuant to subparagraph (A) of paragraph (2) of subdivision
(b) of Section 65080 of the Government Code. For purposes of
this paragraph, “consistent with” means consistent with the use
designation, density, building intensity, transportation plan, and
applicable policies specified for the area in the sustainable
communities strategy or the aternative planning strategy, as
applicable, and any infrastructure necessary to support the plan,
program, project, or activity.

(1) The Ralph M. Brown Act requires, with specified exceptions,
that all meetings of alegidative body of alocal agency, asthose terms
are defined, be open and public and that all persons be permitted to
attend and participate. The act prohibits a legislative body of a local
agency from preventing public criticism of the policies, procedures,
programs, or services of the agency, or of the acts or omissions of the
legislative body, as specified.

Thisbill would make it amisdemeanor for amember of alegidative
body, while acting as the chairperson of a legislative body of a local
agency, to prohibit public criticism protected under the act. This bill
would authorize adistrict attorney or any interested person to commence
an action for the purpose of obtaining ajudicial determination that an
action taken by alegidative body of aloca agency in violation of the
protection for public criticismis null and void, as specified.

Because this bill would establish a new misdemeanor crime, the bill
would impose a state-mandated local program.

(2) The Cadlifornia Constitution requires the state to reimburse local
agencies and school districts for certain costs mandated by the state.
Statutory provisions establish proceduresfor making that reimbursement.
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Thisbill would provide that no reimbursement is required by this act
for a specified reason.

(5 Any person, city, city and county, county, district, or any
agency or subdivision of the state alleging noncompliance with
subdivision (a) of Section 54954.2, Section 54956, or Section
54956.5, because of any defect, error, irregularity, or omission in
the notice given pursuant to those provisions, had actual notice of
the item of business at least 72 hours prior to the meeting at which
the action wastaken, if the meeting was noticed pursuant to Section
54954.2, or 24 hours prior to the meeting at which the action was
taken if the meeting was noticed pursuant to Section 54956, or
prior to the meeting at which the action was taken if the meeting
is held pursuant to Section 54956.5.
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(e) During any action seeking ajudicial determination pursuant

conditions, including certain notice requirements and that the property
has been appraised by disinterested persons for an estimated value of
less than $2,000. Except, until January 1, 2014, a surrendered vessel,
asdefined, may be disposed of immediately upon acceptance by apublic
agency and is not subject to the specified conditions.

This bill would delete the January 1, 2014, repeal date of certain
above-described provisions and delete alternative provisions that were
to become operative on January 1, 2014, which would have reducesthe
minimum fine to $500 and eliminated the exception for a surrendered
vessel. The bill would also delete an obsolete reporting requirement
relating to the department’s duty to track and report to specified
legidative committees on the number of surrendered vessels accepted

county jail who are not eligible for federal Medi-Cal benefits and who
do not have health careinsurance, 30 days beforetheir scheduled rel ease.

Existing law, the Veterans' Bond Act of 2008, as approved by the
voters, authorizes theissuance of bondsin the amount of $900,000,000,
pursuant to the State General Obligation Bond Law, for purposes of
financing the Cal-Vet program for farm, home, and mobilehome
purchase assistance for veterans.

This bill would amend the Veterans' Bond Act of 2008 to reduce the
amount of bonds that are authorized to be issued under the act from
$900,000,000 to $300,000,000. The bill would instead authorize the
issuance of bonds in the amount of $600,000,000, as specified, for
expenditure by the Department of Housing and Community
Development for purposes of the construction, rehabilitation, and
preservation of multifamily housing for veterans, in collaboration with
the Department of Veterans Affairs. The bill would authorize the
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Legidlature to amend the provisions of this act, by mgority vote, under
specified criteria. The bi8ll would impose a specified reporting
requirement on the California Housing Finance Agency.

The bill would provide for submission of its provisionsto the voters
at the November 4, 2014, genera election, as specified.

This bill would declare that it is to take effect immediately as an
urgency statute.

(b) Thereport shall also include specific information evaluating
the extent to which the programs administered by the agency have
attained the statutory objectives of the agency, including, but not
limited to, (1) the primary purpose of the agency in meeting the
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housing needs of persons and families of low or moderate income
pursuant to Section 50950, (2) the occupancy requirements for
very low income households established pursuant to Sections
50951 and 51226, (3) the elderly and orthopedic disability
occupancy requirements established pursuant to Section 51230,
(4) the use of surplus moneys pursuant to Section 51007, (5) the
metropolitan, nonmetropolitan, and rural goals established pursuant
to subdivision (h) of Section 50952, (6) the California Statewide
Housing Plan, asrequired by Section 50154, (7) the statistical and
other information devel oped and maintained pursuant to Section
51610, (8) the number of manufactured housing units assisted by
the agency, (9) information with respect to the proceeds derived
from the issuance of bonds or securities and any interest or other
increment derived from the investment of bonds or securities, and
the uses for which those proceeds or increments are being made
as provided for in Section 51365, including the amount by which
each fund balance exceeds indenture requirements, (10) any
recommendations described in subdivison (d), (11) any
recommendations described in Section 51227, (12) the revenue
bonding authority plan adopted pursuant to Section 51004.5, (13)
the dtatistical and other information required to be provided
pursuant to Section 50156, (14) an analysis of the agency’s
compliance with the targeting requirements of subsection (d) of
Section 142 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (26 U.S.C. Sec.
142) with respect to any issue of bonds subject to those
requirements under Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986 (26 U.S.C. Sec. 103), including the numbers of rental units
subject to this reporting requirement by categories based on the
number of bedrooms per unit, and (15) the statistical and other
information relating to congregate housing for the elderly pursuant
to Section 51218.

The agency may, at its option, include the information required
by this section in a single document or may separately report the
statistical portion of the information in a supplement appended to
its annual report. This statistical supplement shall be distributed
with copies of the agency’sannual report, but need not be provided
to bond rating agencies, underwriters, investors, developers, or
financial institutions.

(c) The agency shall cause an audit of its books and accounts
with respect to its activities under this division to be made at | east
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once during each fiscal year by an independent certified public
accountant and the agency shall be subject to audit by the
Department of Finance not more often than once each fiscal year.

(d) The agency shall assess any obstacles or problems that it
has encountered in meeting its mandate to serve nonmetropolitan
and rural metropolitan areas, and recommend legidative and
administrative solutions to overcome these obstacles or problems.
The agency shall separately assess its progress in meeting the
rehabilitation needs of rural areas and the new construction needs
of rural areas, and separately assess its progress as to single and
multifamily units. The agency shall include in its report a
quantification and evaluation of its progressin meeting the housing
needs of communities of various sizesin rural aress.

(e) By December 1 of eachfiscal year, the agency shall ascertain
that not lessthan 25 percent of the total unitsfinanced by mortgage
loans during the preceding 12 months pursuant to this part were
made availableto very low income households. If the agency finds
that these very low income occupancy goals have not been met,
the agency shall immediately notify the Governor, the Speaker of
the Assembly, and the Senate Committee on Rules, and shall
recommend legislation or other action as may be required to make
(2) at least 25 percent of the units so available, and (2) at least 25
percent of the units thereafter financed so available. In housing
developments for which the agency provides a construction loan
but not a mortgage loan, the agency shall report annually on the
percentage of units projected to be made available for occupancy
and actually occupied by lower income households.

() The annual report required pursuant to this section shall
also include an evaluation of any program established by the
department pursuant to Article S5y (commencing with Section
998.540) of Chapter 6 of Division 4 of the Military and Veeterans
Code.

According to the California Research Bureau, Los Angeles is
number onein terms of the number of homeless veteransfollowed
by the San Diego region at number three, and the San Francisco
Bay Areaat number nine.

(c) Moreover, the face of the nation's homeless veterans
population is changing as more Ol F/OEF veterans find themsel ves
in a downward spiral towards homelessness and, increasingly,
femal e veterans and their children comprise more and more of the
homeless veteran demographic.

(d) With their higher rates of posttraumatic stress disorder,
substance abuse, and unemployment, as well as the higher
incidence of sexual trauma experienced by our female veterans,
the current homeless veteran, all too often, cycles in and out of
our jails, hospitals, and treatment programs, disproportionately
drawing down services without receiving the proper services to
stabilize their lives.

(e) TheLegidature must advance acomprehensive, coordinated,
and cost-effective approach to respond to the housing and services
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needs of our veterans. Such an approach should leverage public
and private resources as well as align housing and services.

(f) Fiveyearsago, Californians overwhelmingly affirmed their
gratitude to our veterans by approving Proposition 12, a $900
million general obligation bond intended to help veterans
specifically purchase single family homes, farms, and mobilehomes
through the CalVVet Home Loan Program.

(g) Asaresult of the nation’seconomic crisisand state’'shousing
downturn coupled with the changing demographics of our veterans,
the Farm and Home Loan Program, as approved by Proposition
12, has been significantly undersubscribed. Five years since its
passage, the full $900 million remains unspent as does a portion
of the $500 million from Proposition 32, which was approved by
the votersin 2000.

(h) Meanwhile, veteransin need of multifamily housing that is
affordable, supportive, and transitional remains unmet and public
and private resources avalable for these purposes remain
underutilized.

(i) Cadlifornia voters should be granted the opportunity to
restructure the Proposition 12 veterans bond program to better
respond to the housing and services needs aswell asthe changing
demographics of the current veteran.

() TheVeteransHousing and Homeless Prevention Act of 2014
will restructure $600 million of the existing Proposition 12 bond
moneys to alow for the construction and rehabilitation of
multifamily housing for veterans and prioritize projects that align
housing with services. Even with thisrestructuring of bond moneys,
the act still preserves over haf a billion dollars for the existing
Cal Vet Farm and Home L oan Program.

(k) TheVeteransHousing and Homeless Prevention Act of 2014
will expand housing and service options for veterans,
cost-effectively leverage public dollars, reduce the number of
homeless veterans and its attendant public costs, and place
California at the forefront of our nation’s efforts to end veterans
homel essness by 2015.

998.542. (a) The State General Obligation Bond Law (Chapter
4 (commencing with Section 16720) of Part 3 of Division 4 of
