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Complete 200 chest compressions’. Initiate peripheral IV
or 1O but do not interrupt compressions. Passive
insufflation with 100% O,
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Analyze rhythm; if indicated single shock
without pulse check.
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Complete 200 chest compressions .
Epinephrine 1:10,000 1mg IVP, Repeat every

3-5 minutes.

CPR and defibrillation take priority over
insertion of ALS airway.
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Epinephrine 1:10,000 1mg IVP repeat every 3 to
5 minutes. Give Fluid Challenge 250 ml then IV
to TKO.

Lidocaine 100 mg IV push,
repeat 50 mg every 5 - 10
minutes with a maximum dosage
of 200 mg.

* Chest compression rate 100/minute

Consider termination of resuscitation after 20 minutes without

ROSC.
