	Purpose:
	The purpose of this policy is to explain how Solano County determines when an ancillary expense is authorized for an individual to participate in approved Welfare-To-Work (WTW) activities. 


POLICY:

	Ancillary Expenses
	Ancillary expenses may include the costs of books, tools, clothing specifically required for the job or course, fees or other necessary costs, such as parking and student IDs. 

	Advanced payments
	Payments for ancillary expenses may be advanced to the participant after verification and approval.  The worker will process ancillary payment requests within 10 working days of receipt.

	Non-approved activities
	The county will not pay for any expenses incurred for non-approved activities. Solano County uses the most cost-effective and efficient payment method available. 

	Tuition
	Tuition and school enrollment fees are not ancillary expenses.  [EAS Manual of Policies and Procedures 42-750.113 (a)] Solano County does not pay tuition and school enrollment fees. 
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
