Rio Vista Bridge Scheduled for Multiple
55-Hour Closures
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Caltrans is advising motorists of a scheduled closure of the Rio
Vista Bridge (Helen Madere Memorial Bridge) on State Route 12
(SR-12) just east of the City of Rio Vista due to a paving project.

The $11.24 million project through the Bridge Rehabilitation and
Replacement Program will require multiple 55-hour weekend
closures for the work to be completed.

The project will make necessary bridge repairs and updates by
rehabilitating the roadway surface, placing polyester concrete
overlay on the bridge deck, replacing bridge rails, installing bridge
approach slabs, and constructing Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA) compliant switchback ramps.

These upgrades will improve motorist and non-vehicular bridge
users’ safety, restore bridge deck integrity, comply with ADA
accessibility requirements and expand access for pedestrians and
non-motor vehicles, and improve the overall ride quality.

The 55-hour weekend bridge closure schedule will lessen total
project workdays and help avoid the wait times during peak
commute hours during the work week.

Motorists could encounter additional travel times of up to two hours
using the described detours (see maps provided) from Rio Vista to
Sacramento County on SR-12 across the Sacramento

River. Please allow for extra travel time to reach your destination,
especially for scheduled appointments and work schedules.

All work on road construction projects will be suspended on
weekends and holidays. Schedules are subject to change due to
weather conditions, equipment or material availability, or other
unexpected events.

City Council created a Citizens’ Oversight
VALLEIO Committee (COC). The COC shall

consist of 7 regular members
appointed by the Mayor and City Council as set forth in the
ordinance (Ordinance No. 1866 N.C. (2d)). Six of the regular
members are appointed based upon Council voting district.
Members appointed by the Mayor may reside anywhere in the City.

Due to terms expiring on October 10, 2024, the City is seeking
qualified District 1, 3 and 6 applicants and one at-large applicant
interested in serving on the Commission each for a 2-year term.

Citizens’ Oversight Committee

The COC is established to independently review and advise upon
the City’s expenditure of proceeds generated by the transactions
and use tax. The Committee shall meet at least twice each
calendar year and more frequently, if necessary, to discharge the
responsibilities of the Committee. Members of the Committee shall
not receive a stipend for their service. Any additional
responsibilities and duties of the Committee shall be established by
resolution of the City Council except as otherwise set forth in
Vallejo Municipal Code Section 3.09.170.

The COC shall annually review and report on (a) the City’s
proposed and actual expenditure of proceeds generated by the
transaction and use tax and (b) the independent annual audit
required by Chapter 3.09. The Committee’s report shall be
submitted to the City Council for review and discussion at a public
meeting of the City Council and shall be available to the public.

The City shall provide such staff resources as are reasonably
necessary to assist the Committee with the discharge of its duties
under this chapter. The Committee shall not have authority to hire
or retain its own staff, consultants, or contractors.

Qualifications to be a Committee Member

Members shall be residents of the corresponding Council District of
the appointing Councilmember for Districts 1, 3 and 6. A member
appointed by the Mayor may reside anywhere in the City. Each
member of the Committee shall serve for a term of 2 years and
such service shall be at the pleasure of the City Council.

Applications will remain open until 5 p.m., Friday, October 4,
2024.
