Applications Open for Cal Water’s 2024 
Firefighter Grant Program 

As part of Cal Water’s ongoing commitment to--and partnerships 
with--local first responders, they are now accepting applications for 
their sixth annual Firefighter Grant Program. 

Fire departments serving any part of Cal Water’s service areas are 
encouraged to apply for the chance to help offset costs associated 
with fire protection efforts, equipment, training, and education. 

Applications are due by September 30, and grant recipients 
will be notified in late fall. 

Since the program launched in 2019, Cal Water has provided 
more than $854,000 in grants to local fire departments. 

Last year, grants ranged from $5,400 to $36,900. These grants 
funded ballistic helmets and vests, bleeding control supplies, new 
hoses and nozzles, thermal imaging cameras, medical emergency 
training equipment, and water-tight batteries that power Jaws of 
Life rescue equipment.

City of Vallejo seeks applicants for 
Measure P Citizens' Oversight Committee 

A city of Vallejo press release: 

On July 12, 2022, the Vallejo City 
Council created a Citizens’ Oversight 
Committee (COC). The COC shall 
consist of 7 regular members appointed 

by the Mayor and City Council as set forth in the ordinance 
(Ordinance No. 1866 N.C. (2d)). Six of the regular members are 
appointed based upon Council voting district. Members appointed 
by the Mayor may reside anywhere in the City. 

Due to terms expiring on October 10, 2024, the City is seeking 
qualified District 1, 3 and 6 applicants and one at-large applicant 
interested in serving on the Commission each for a 2-year term. 

Citizens’ Oversight Committee 

The COC is established to independently review and advise upon 
the City’s expenditure of proceeds generated by the transactions 
and use tax. The Committee shall meet at least twice each 
calendar year and more frequently, if necessary, to discharge the 
responsibilities of the Committee. Members of the Committee shall 
not receive a stipend for their service. Any additional 
responsibilities and duties of the Committee shall be established by 
resolution of the City Council except as otherwise set forth in 
Vallejo Municipal Code Section 3.09.170. 

The COC shall annually review and report on (a) the City’s 
proposed and actual expenditure of proceeds generated by the 
transaction and use tax and (b) the independent annual audit 
required by Chapter 3.09. The Committee’s report shall be 
submitted to the City Council for review and discussion at a public 
meeting of the City Council and shall be available to the public. 

The City shall provide such staff resources as are reasonably 
necessary to assist the Committee with the discharge of its duties 
under this chapter. The Committee shall not have authority to hire 
or retain its own staff, consultants, or contractors. 

Qualifications to be a Committee Member 

Members shall be residents of the corresponding Council District of 
the appointing Councilmember for Districts 1, 3 and 6. A member 
appointed by the Mayor may reside anywhere in the City. Each 
member of the Committee shall serve for a term of 2 years and 
such service shall be at the pleasure of the City Council. 

Applications will remain open until 5 p.m., Friday, October 4, 
2024.

Applicants must attend the interview in order to be 
considered for appointment to the COC.
