As a reminder of information included in QA IN 24-05 (C), pursuant to Welfare and Institutions Code section 

5008, subdivision (h)(4), as enacted by SB 43, the County of Solano has elected to defer implementation of the 

changes made by that bill to Welfare and Institutions Code  section 5008 until January 1, 2026.   

 

With this, Solano County continues to utilize the DHCS-1801 (revised 09/2023) involuntary hold form.  Please do 

not begin use of the DHCS-1801 (revised 6/2024) form at this time.  Solano county will alert programs when 

changes should occur.
